Board Meeting

26 October 2011

The following club members were present:  Ed Marx, Jeanne Phelps, Roy Kropp, Barbara Lippert, Bill Black, and Tim O’Neill.  The meeting was called to order at 7:00 p.m.

The meeting began with the approval of the prior Board Meeting minutes and the Treasurer’s Report.

The meeting was then taken up with a discussion regarding an increase in membership dues and why it is warranted.  The board felt that an increase is necessary due to the advanced age of our capital equipment.  The PC and the projector will eventually need to be replaced.  The PC needs almost immediate replacement.  The projector might soon require replacement with the expected purchase sometime in 2012.  Current prices of those items would more than deplete our current available treasury funds. The board voted to increase the annual dues from $20 to $25 for a single member and from $25 to $30 for a family effective in January 2012.

We then discussed the security of members’ images on the club web site and the board decided that members will be individually responsible to add a Copyright marker on their own images, if desired, before their digital images are sent to the Projection Chair and/or their digitized Prints are emailed to the Webmaster.  There are many methods to accomplish this. 

Roy Kropp and Jeanne Phelps volunteered to substitute in the Projection Chair, relieving Tim O’Neill, who has been doing this so well for over 4 years. 

Volunteerism among our members was also discussed. One possible solution to help members is to let them become “Assistants” to the various chairs. That way they can learn the ropes in advance of taking over that job at some future date. One chair position that ought to be considered is the Competition Chair. 

Our final topic was the holiday party.  The board voted to invite all non-member current-year presenters (with spouses or significant others) to our holiday party as guests of the club.  As usual the party will be a potluck with the club supplying a turkey and ham. And in keeping with past custom all members and spouses are asked to donate $2 to help defray additional costs of the party.  The party will be held on Thursday, December 15th where we meet already. A sign-up sheet will be available at our next meeting to indicate who is planning to attend and what potluck dish they will bring.  Also we are asking members to donate good items as door prizes. 

Thanks to Barbara for providing the venue and some snacks and coffee.  The meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
